We’re getting ready to begin a study together as a small group. This is a coordinated effort throughout our church, so everyone will be experiencing this study at the same time. We will be reading the book Jesus Is Lord and talking about it together each week. We will be watching a video during our small group session and discussing it each week. And, we will be hearing a sermon from the pastor weekly on the same topics we are reading about and discussing. I think you will find this coordinated approach very productive.

If you haven't already, get a copy of the Jesus Is Lord book and read chapters 1 and 2. That is where we will begin our study together.
